I ran in 2006 with the goal of improving the quality of public schools and increasing
accountability of government. | am running now because in the last 4 years | have made a
difference.

From beginning to end, there are key policies that would not exist had | not been in the
Senate. The “simple majority” amendment to the state constitution, the collection and
reporting of education data, the website www.fiscal.wa.gov, the massive education reform bill
2261, health freedom rights, a smarter vaccination association, school financing and levy
rates, more secure voting, local control election financing, and others.

The things I work on are absolutely foundational requirements for democracy. Fair elections,
informed electorate, fiscal prudence.

Not only have | been effective, but | have moved the policy debates significantly in the
direction of more transparency, more accountability, more personal responsibility and access
to opportunity.
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2. Describe your most important personal characteristics or traits as they relate to the office you seek.

Integrity — without this, game over. No one (especially voters) knows where you stand or
where you are taking them. To me, this means, telling the truth and not hiding behind votes to
create an illusion. It also means living up to commitments.

Intelligence — consistency and good intentions can be dangerous if ill informed. Good policy,
smart money management, and performance require insight.

Good communicator — effective consensus building requires precise and persuasive
communication. Navigating through the details and nuance of policy to line up support, build
consensus, and/or to iron out wrinkles.

Courage — | think this derives from the first 3. When people see solutions (instead of
problems) they are compelled so powerfully to act, they forget to be afraid. And when people
who serve remember that their service is to their constituencies, they will act with integrity
and not fear the consequences at the next election.

Teamwork — aka Leadership and followership. In a legislative body, one person can influence,
but, by definition, it takes 25 and 50 votes to execute. | borrow great ideas from all parties,
work across the aisle and across the rotunda, and share credit liberally.

3. Please describe, in sufficient detail, one to three accomplishments or contributions of which you are most
proud.

1. My kids — | am transparent and wear my heart on my sleeve... and my kids further
demonstrate my character and priorities.

“Making the decision to have a child is momentous. It is to decide forever to have your
heart go walking around outside your body.” — Elizabeth Stone

Having kids is not itself a qualification for holding office. And not having kids certainly is
not a disqualification. But my kids have had a profound impact on me and my outlook,
empathy, and service. It seems failing to mention them would be an oversight.

2. Education Reform (HB2261 2009) — This bill has significant and far reaching reforms for
WA state public schools. This bill has many contributors and wonderful actors, but |
believe it is fair to say this bill would have died without my work in the Senate. The House
easily passed language with bi-partisan support that was DOA in the Senate. It was my
language in the Senate that narrowly passed and became law after lengthy and
painstaking work with colleagues and stakeholders.

There are some key elements in the bill that | wrote and refined and lobbied hard. My
priorities around accountability and performance measures are deeply reflected in this bill.
This shows my commitment to the policy and commitment to execute.

Also, there are key parts of the bill that are careful compromises that | helped shape in

lengthy debates and forums with many, many active groups. Being able to bring these
groups together on a regular basis and listen and adapt is a reflection of leadership.
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Finally, passage of this bill required communication and trust with my colleagues who had
less grasp on the policy. There were strong threats from the teacher’s union against
anyone who might vote for this bill. So demonstrating why the policy was a well-balanced
compromise to move us forward despite opposition took patience and clarity.

3. There are several bad, bad bills that | was able to fix or to kill. One fix that comes to mind
is the creation of the WA Vaccine Association. In its amended form, it creates a financial
arrangement to maximize access to vaccines, minimize cost for providers, and minimize
cost to the state. It further creates an interesting billing model that can hopefully be scaled
to other healthcare services and reduce healthcare overhead. It does all of this without
creating additional incentives to put kids at additional risks from vaccination.

One bill I killed would have allowed voting by unsecured internet-based email. I've killed it
year after year... last year the supporters found a “heart-string appeal” that defied logic,
but gave that bill legs. | managed to tie it up again and spun up a group to work in the
interim to find a workable compromise.

Both of these examples demonstrate keeping my eye on the big picture and working with
others to do good policy, not fast, easy or convenient bills.

Working within the framework of the constitution (including changing it) is the most important
duty. And the constitution is clear; the “paramount duty” of the State is to “make ample
provision for the education of all children residing within its borders.”

A Senator must carefully weigh many constraints to write a balanced budget that reflects the
education priority while honoring the constitutional requirements regarding taxation and
other obligations. A Senator must also consider the future needs while responding to current
conditions. (we did a “rainy day” constitutional amendment to help this)

Many people might describe the priorities of government around public safety: fight crime,

terrorism, pandemics, and fires. | agree. And | would clarify that fighting crime means
regulating corporations to ensure their honest commerce and prevent cheating and polluting.
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
